If	there	is	rain,	fog,	an	accident	or	traffic	congestion,	slow	down	to	a	safe	speed.	9Do	not	change	lanes	when	passing	through	an	intersection,
whether	you	are	going	straight	or	making	a	turn.	Even	if	the	lane	is	clear	and	you	are	following	the	rules	for	proper	lane	changes,	never	do	it	in	an	intersection.	Wait	until	you	are	safely	past	the	intersection	to	make	the	lane	change.	qMake	sure	you	are	familiar	with	how	soft	or	hard	the	brakes	are	in	the	car	you	will	be	using	during	your	DMV	test.
Hard	braking	is	acceptable	in	emergency	situations,	but	while	slowing	down	or	stopping,	use	just	enough	brake	to	get	the	job	done,	but	not	so	much	that	you	and	your	passenger	are	thrown	forward.	wBe	sure	to	stay	several	car	lengths	behind	the	traffic	in	front	of	you.	Keep	a	safe	distance	so	that	if	the	car	in	front	of	you	swerves	or	brakes,	you	will
have	enough	reaction	time	to	keep	you	and	your	passengers	safe	from	harm.	eStay	within	the	speed	limit	even	if	other	drivers	are	driving	faster.	Be	aware	of	drops	in	the	speed	limit	as	well,	especially	in	school	zones,	work	zones	and	other	special	speed	limit	areas.	rIf	your	state	requires	demonstration	of	parallel	parking	ability,	the	main	factors	to
watch	out	for	are	not	to	hit	other	cars	or	to	run	over	the	curb.	It	is	fine	to	touch	the	curb,	but	dont	roll	over	it.	Even	if	you	get	points	taken	off	for	not	successfully	parallel	parking	your	car,	as	long	as	you	dont	hit	a	car	or	the	curb	too	forcefully,	you	should	still	pass	your	test.	tIt	is	sound	advice	that	during	your	road	DMV	test	you	should	check	your
mirrors	more	often	than	you	normally	would	while	driving.	Many	driving	test-takers	completely	forget	to	regularly	check	their	rear-view	and	side	mirrors.	Besides,	its	always	a	good	idea	to	know	where	other	vehicles	are	in	relation	to	you	even	if	you	are	not	changing	lanes.	yMake	sure	the	car	you	bring	to	use	for	your	practical	DMV	test	complies	with
all	safety	laws.	The	windshield	should	not	be	cracked.	The	safety	belts	must	work.	Also	make	sure	the	headlights,	tail	lights,	turn	signals,	and	windshield	wipers	all	function	properly.	Clean	your	car	inside	and	out	to	ensure	that	there	is	no	debris	or	personal	items	that	could	slide	around	causing	hazardous	driving	conditions,	and	that	your	windows	are
clean	for	optimal	visibility. driving	too	slowly,	you	will	interfere	with	the	usual	traffic	flow.The	road	contains	different	kinds	of	drivers,	slow	driving	combined	with	other	careless	drivers	can	lead	to	accidents.To	avoid	driving	too	slow,	you	must	observe	the	specified	speed	limits	in	the	area	you	are	taking	the	road	test.Note	that	the	speed	limits	tell	you	the	maximum	speed	you
should	keep	practicing	a	speed	limit	slightly	lower	than	the	specified	one.Most	new	drivers	fall	victim	to	forgetting	to	fasten	their	seatbelts	on	the	test	day.When	you	enter	the	vehicle,	the	first	thing	you	should	do	is	fasten	your	seatbelt,	whether	you	are	a	passenger	or	a	driver.Nervousness,	fear,	and	anxiety	are	some	of	the	reasons	you	may	forget	to
fasten	your	belt	when	taking	your	road	test.As	simple	as	fastening	the	belt	may	look,	it	plays	an	essential	part	in	awarding	marks	for	your	test,	and	you	earn	an	automatic	failure	for	not	fastening	it.How	do	you	ensure	you	remember	to	fasten	the	seat	belt?Well,	make	sure	you	practice	fastening	the	belt	every	time	you	drive	or	the	co-driver. while,	it	will	become	a	norm,	and	you	will	have	no	struggles.You	need	to	concentrate	when	changing	your	lanes.	The	examiner	will	check	whether	you	observe	all	the	rules	involved	in	the	lane	change.Any	mistakes	in	the	switch	will	lead	to	marking	out	your	points.Before	changing	your	lanes,	check	if	the	lane	you	intend	to	move	to	is	clear. You	earn	yourself	an	automatic	failure	for	overspeeding.Overspeeding	may	be	caused	by	anxiety;	practice	regularly	before	the	test,	and	you	will	feel	more	relaxed	while	taking	your
test.Braking	is	not	just	about	stamping	on	the	brake	pedal.	There	is	a	good	way	and	a	wrong	way	of	doing	so. Continued	practice	will	increase	your	breaking	skills	before	your	test	day.To	approach	and	tackle	a	four-way	stop	is	something	you	ought	to	take	your	time	to
master.	When	at	this	stop,	you	are	expected	to	do	what	is	required	without	fail.You	need	to	show	that	you	are	familiar	with	the	four-way	stop	and	earn	more	marks,	avoid	prolonged	stops	to	avoid	confusing	other	drivers.Rules	on	a	four-way	stop	are	straightforward:	whoever	arrives	first	at	the	four-way	stop	leaves	first,	and	if	all	drivers	arrive
simultaneously,	the	driver	on	the	right	side	should	go	first.Its	advisable	to	keep	your	distance. Thats	a	lot	of	resits	and	demonstrates	that	more	candidates	fail	than	pass	on	average.	That	figure	is	also	down	5.9	percentage	points	from
the	previous	year.	While	the	theory	test	itself	wasnt	designed	to	be	easy,	over	the	years,	it	has	almost	become	almost	notorious	for	its	high	fail	rate.	We	were	curious	to	discover	exactly	which	areas	were	stumping	learners	the	most	to	allow	us	to	offer	some	expert	advice	to	any	taking	(or	re-taking)	their	test.	So,	we	looked	at	content	from	a	number	of
motoring	schools	and	theory	test	practice	sites	to	determine	some	of	the	questions	that	learners	seem	to	commonly	slip	up	on.	If	youre	trying	to	nail	the	theory	test	from	the	hazard	perception	to	the	Highway	Code	read	on	to	find	out	which	sections	might	require	that	bit	more	revision.	In	the	year	ending	March	2023,	driving	theory	tests	had	the	lowest
yearly	pass	rate	in	the	published	series	(since	2013).	The	previous	year	was	over	5%	higher	with	a	pass	rate	of	50.1%	both	of	which	demonstrate	a	shocking	decrease	since	2013s	55.7%	pass	rate.	Britains	learners	could	use	a	little	help,	we	think.	If	youre	looking	to	drive	a	car	in	the	UK	and	you	dont	already	have	a	licence,	you	will	need	to	pass	the
mandatory	theory	test	alongside	the	practical.	The	test	comprises	two	sections	designed	to	evaluate	both	theoretical	knowledge	of	the	Highway	Code	and	responsiveness	to	driving	hazards.	To	successfully	pass	a	theory	test,	candidates	must	pass	both	sections	which	will	be	covered	below.	One	of	these	sections	is	called	hazard	perception.	This	is	a
series	of	14	video	clips	that	each	last	about	a	minute.	This	section	has	a	pass	mark	of	44	points	out	of	a	total	of	75.	As	the	name	would	suggest,	the	hazard	perception	section	assesses	a	candidates	ability	to	anticipate	and	respond	to	upcoming	road	hazards.	Candidates	must	watch	a	video	on	a	screen	and	click	their	mouse	in	time	when	they	notice	a
road	hazard	up	ahead	that	requires	action	on	the	drivers	part.	This	is	a	crucial	element	of	the	driving	theory	test	as,	shown	from	a	drivers	viewpoint,	the	video	simulates	real-life	situations	featuring	a	number	of	hazards	that	drivers	may	have	to	respond	to.	Some	of	the	potential	hazards	include:	Slow	moving,	wide	load,	or	agricultural	vehiclesVehicles
suddenly	turning	into	the	roadUnexpected	cyclists	Pedestrians	crossing	the	road	Children	running	into	the	roadLivestock	on	the	roadOther	road	users	up	aheadNatural	hazards	such	as	flooding	or	debrisAlthough	often	deemed	the	hardest	part	of	the	theory	test,	the	hazard	perception	section	gauges	a	candidates	situational	awareness	and	makes	an
essential	contribution	to	road	safety	competency.	The	other	section	of	the	driving	theory	test	consists	of	a	series	of	multiple-choice	questions	that	are	largely	based	on	the	Highway	Code.	There	are	50	questions	in	this	section,	the	pass	mark	is	43,	and	candidates	have	57	minutes	in	total	to	complete	it.	For	each	question,	candidates	must	select	the
right	answer	from	a	number	of	possible	responses.	But,	dont	be	fooled	by	the	apparent	simplicity.	Some	of	the	responses	are	worded	very	similarly	so	that	candidates	have	to	read	each	option	multiple	times	over	to	make	sure	that	they	actually	choose	the	correct	option.	Aside	from	this,	three	of	the	questions	are	focused	around	a	short	video,	too.	In
this	video,	a	driving	scenario	will	be	played	(such	as	driving	along	a	country	road	or	through	a	town)	and	questions	about	the	drive	will	be	asked	afterwards.	The	multiple-choice	section	often	throws	up	numerous	problems	for	candidates	sitting	their	theory	test	be	it	due	to	difficult	wording,	very	specific	answers,	or	a	necessary	reliance	on	exactly
what	the	Highway	Code	says.	We	examined	content	from	driving	schools	and	test	preparation	sites	across	the	country	to	determine	which	of	these	questions	were	tripping	up	candidates	the	most. If	learners	have	been	taking	lessons	informally	say,	with	a	parent,	older	sibling,	or	a	friend	they	are
not	legally	allowed	to	drive	on	the	motorway	and,	therefore,	are	likely	to	have	no	experience	on	this	road	type.	In	fact,	the	only	way	a	learner	can	legally	drive	on	a	motorway	is	if	they	are	accompanied	by	a	licensed	instructor	in	a	dual-control	car	with	visible	L-plates.	Add	into	the	mix	the	fact	that	a	practical	driving	test	will	not	include	any	motorway
driving,	it	is	easy	to	see	how	questions	about	the	motorways	can	throw	candidates	off	easily. Answer:	4.	On	either	the	right	or	the	left	side.	This	appears	to	be	a	relatively	simple	question	and	thats	why	plenty	of	candidates	slip	up	here.	Sometimes,	thinking	about	a	question	too	much	isnt	always	a	good	idea.	Overthinking	can	cause	you	to	abandon	your	initial	gut	instinct	or	what	you	remember	from	revision	and	go	with	a	random	answer
instead.	And	thats	what	happens	here.	It	is	tempting	to	say	that	overtaking	isnt	allowed	and	we	understand	why.	Since	a	one-way	street	only	allows	one	stream	of	traffic	to	pass	in	one	direction,	there	is	usually	the	assumption	that	they	are	narrow	and	that	you	are	unable	to	overtake	on	them.	But	this	is	not	the	case.	Should	a	vehicle	be	moving
incredibly	slowly	(like	an	old	tractor)	or	be	broken	down	in	a	one-way	street,	other	traffic	still	needs	to	be	able	to	flow,	which	is	why	overtaking	is	allowed.
