years, I can't say I've seen it all, but I have had my share of 'memorable' messages asking for referrals. I make sure I respond to every last one of these messages out of courtesy, respect and a sincere desire to help. But while some of these messages were well thought out and compelling, others left a lot to be desired; in fact, I was so tempted to call
these people out and recommend a better way to reach out to people, but instead, heres my way of responding with some tips for all of you job seekers out there: Don't: Don't write a generic message and attach your CV asking for 'any open roles in your organization that fit my profile'. At the least, this shows that you are lazy, haven't done your
research and you make the person feel like they are a lottery ticket. Avoid sending messages to people that are not relevant to your request. At the risk of sounding arrogant, other than good will, why should anyone help you? Especially if they don't know you or share something in common, unless they have a vested interest. (see point 2 in the 'Do's'
section below) Don't add a new connection and immediately 'Ask for a referral’ if the person you are asking doesn't know you personally or professionally. The only exception is if you build a solid case for them demonstrating why they should refer you. Don't write an essay. Professionals are busy with their jobs, they often check messages in the
elevator, over lunch, between meetings on their phones. make sure your message doesn't exceed one mobile screen. Don't beg. companies are interested in hiring you because they have a need and because they believe that your experience and profile will add value to the organization. They will not hire you simply because you are in dire
circumstances. Ideally, they should be begging you to join! Bonus based on my bad experiences: dont - message at 3am, copy paste messages and make a mistake with the person's name, ask for a job on your husband's or wife's behalf, send a message on Whatsapp if the person's number is visible... Do: Be relevant, concise and sincere. Make sure
your message feels personal and has a clear and justified ask. Network with and message relevant people. the right people to approach are usually recruiters, potential hiring managers and people you know personally or professionally, as well as people who have similar backgrounds as you including - same university, NGO, memberships etc ... they
will want to help you because they have a vested interest in doing so. Make sure the company you are targeting hires talent like you. While this might be obvious, I have received numerous messages from people asking for jobs not at all relevant to the company I work for. Ask for warm introductions. before reaching out to a relevant person, check
your existing network and if appropriate, ask for a warm introduction to that person from someone who is a mutual connection. Stand out. If you do not get a reply, send a
follow-up message after a few days. Send at max 2-3 follow-ups spread across 10-15 days.
