Dreams	may	be	manifested	due	to	two	mental	processes:	an	unconscious	desire	being	expressed	through	dreams,	or	an	unconscious	censorship	of	desires	(Freud,	1900).	If,	however,	you	are	directly	quoting	the	material,	you	will	need	to	reference	the	author,	the	publication	year,	and	the	page	number	in	your	in-text	reference.	Singular	pages	should	be
indicated	by	p.	and	multiple	pages	should	be	indicated	by	pp.	Example:	The	beginning	of	The	Interpretation	of	Dreams	asserts	that,	"every	dream	reveals	itself	as	a	psychical	structure	which	has	a	meaning	and	which	can	be	inserted	at	an	assignable	point	in	the	mental	activities	of	waking	life"	(Freud,	1900,	p.	35).	
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
